What makes this resort village so endearing bears comment as it is a story that includes a tale of two cities: South Village and North 
Pointe. South Village is home to an array of boutique shops, 2 Islands Art Gallery and eateries in Chadwick’s Square. Amidst the 
royal palms and night blooming jasmine is the conference center, business center and tennis complex. North Pointe is home to the 
resort pool complex including H2Whoa!, the Yacht Harbor Marina, the beachfront executive golf course and restaurants. 

Below is a list of features which will help you navigate the Resort Village during your stay. We ask that you please pay attention to 
the following important information designed to make your stay even more enjoyable. 

	 • The Residences—All condominiums, villas, cottages and homes participating in our rental program are wholly 	
		  owned by individuals therefore décor may vary from unit to unit.  Minimum standards must be maintained to continue 	
		  participation in the rental program.  Common areas are maintained by the association’s management company. Should 	
		  any area need attention, please call Guest Services and we will facilitate resolution. 

	 • Residential & Condominium Pools—Most residential/condominium swimming pools are maintained 	
		  by third party companies.  There is no towel service or continuous housekeeping at these pools.  Guests are encouraged 	
		  to enjoy these pools but are asked to recognize the limited service. 

	 • Transportation within the Resort Village—Guests are encouraged to leave their personal 	
		  vehicles parked and traverse the village using the complimentary trolleys, designated bicycles or rented golf carts.  The 	
		  trolleys run on set schedules between the hours of 7:00am and 11:00pm.  Bicycles can be rented from Holiday Water 	
		  Sports (North Pointe) after check-in and golf carts can be rented from Best Boats located at Bayside Marina
		  (South Village).

	 • Key Cards/Resort Identification—As the resort village is shared by resort guests, club members, 	
		  timeshare owners and others, each resort guest over the age of six is asked to carry their key card to access the trolleys 	
		  and resort pool complex.  To gain entry to the resort pools, each guest will be asked to insert their key card into an 	
		  authorization device before entering. Should a key card become deactivated, the North Pointe Concierge located at the 	
		  Yacht Harbor Marina or reception in South Village will issue a new key. 

	 • The “True Residents”—All wildlife residing on the island and in the waters are to be observed and enjoyed but 	
		  never touched.

	 • Recycling & Sustainability Practices—Most residences participate in the resort village’s recycling 	
		  program.  Recycling centers for those residences that do not contain bins are designated on the resort map.  Bed linens 	
		  are changed every third day and bath towels are replaced when left on the floor.  Guests are respectfully requested to 	
		  turn off lights and keep thermostats at reasonable levels in an effort to reduce energy consumption.

Families
Child proofing the residences and hotel rooms—For families with younger children, if South Seas did not receive 
a request to child proof a guest’s residence or room (e.g. electric plug covers, corner guards, stair gates, bathtub rings, bathtub spout covers), please 
call housekeeping to make these arrangements.

Portable cribs, high chairs and Pak-n-Plays—If arrangements for these items were not made prior to arrival, please dial

Bicycle helmets—It is Florida law that children under the age of 12 must wear a bicycle helmet when riding a bicycle.

“Swimmies”—These items are required for infants still in diapers. The pool staff will strictly enforce this due to Florida statutes.

Golf Carts—It is a requirement that only those with a valid license drive carts.

Large-Party Dining—If dining arrangements need to be made for parties exceeding eight people, please make a reservation to ensure  
seating availability.

	 • Trailer Boat Launch – Only possible at Bayside Marina.

All wildlife residing on the island and in the waters can be observed but please don’t ever touch. 

Shelling
Our beaches are world-famous for shelling! Both novice and serious collectors can find a treasure trove of shells on a 
visit. Warm Gulf waters and white sandy beaches bear an incredible 400 species of shells here. 

Where to Look
• High tide line is where you’ll find the most shells. 
• Tidal pools are the best places to find the largest shells. 

Timing
• The best time for shelling is at low tide, and the lower the tide the better. 
• New and full moons mean that the tide will be at its lowest, so don’t just check the tide charts, check the moon charts as well. 
• After a storm, particularly a winter storm, shelling is at its best. 
• Windy days in particular, are the best days for shelling! 

Please note that Florida law prohibits the collection of live shells. If it is still alive, please return it to the water. Also, South Seas Island Resort is 
devoted to clearly marking turtle nesting areas, so please remember to steer clear of any of these markings on the beaches.
